Dress Code:

1. Safety Goggles
2. Safety Apron

3. Heat resistant gloves

4. Tie back long hair

5. Closed toed shoes

6. No loose clothing or jewelry

General Precautions:

1. Read all directions until you understand them.

2. Never perform unauthorized “experiments”

3. No horseplay

4. No eating or drinking in the lab

5. Keep work area clean and free of clutter

First Aid:

1. Report all accidents

2. Know where all emergency equipment is and how to use it (See Lab safety notes)

3. Teacher should administer first aid in case of accident

Heating and Fire Safety:
1. Never heat a chemical unless instructed by your teacher. Chemicals that seem harmless when cool can be dangerous when heated.

2. Keep all flammable materials away from flames

3. Never reach across a flame

4. Never leave a flame unattended

5. Never heat a chemical in a closed container

6. To check if a container is hot, DO NOT touch it, place the back of your hand near it.  If it is too hot use heat resistant gloves to pick it up.

Using Chemicals safely:

1. Never mix chemicals for the fun of it

2. Double check labels.  USE Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS)  for information

3. Always add acid to water (AAW)

4. Wash off any acids that fall on your skin with water.

5. To test for odors use the WAFTING method

6. Dispose of all chemicals according to teachers instructions
Glassware:

1. Never use broken or chipped glassware.  Report it
2. Dispose of broken glass in proper container

3. Hot and cool glassware looks the same, so be careful

Sharp instruments:

1. Cut away from you and others

2. Notify teacher if you cut yourself

Animal and Plant safety:

1. Respect all living things

2. Allergic reactions?

3. Wash hand after handling living things

End of Experiment :
